SCSO makes arrest in felony littering case

 
Seminole Co. Fla., (Feb. 3) - The Seminole County Sheriff’s Office (SCSO) today arrested Alan Davis, 
61, of Altamonte Springs, for felony littering and two misdemeanor nuisance charges for violations 
found on his property located at 349 Alpine Street in unincorporated Altamonte Springs. 
 
On Sept. 3, 2015, SCSO's Code Enforcement Unit led a clean up of Davis’ property after a special 
magistrate declared it a health and safety concern.  A crew spent nine hours cleaning up the 
property, collecting a total of 31.49 tons of trash and debris which included unsecured refrigerators, 
household appliances, metal, lumber, glass, tires, dismantled auto parts, a large amount of scrap 
building material, and buckets of stagnant water.   Two junk vehicles were also removed from the 
property. 
 
Following the clean up, the Sheriff’s Office forwarded the case to the State Attorney’s Office for their 
review.  A warrant was subsequently issued for Davis’ arrest.  
 
Deputies conducted a traffic stop on Davis’ vehicle this morning.  He was taken into custody and 
arrested without incident.  He was additionally charged with knowingly driving with a suspended 
license.  Davis was booked into the John E. Polk Correctional Facility on a $3,000 bond.  His booking 
photo and capias request are attached to this release.

PROBABLE CAUSE


On January 8, 2015, an order was signed by Lonnie N. Groot, Seminole County Code Enforcement Special Magistrate, ratifying and affirming 
that the property located at 349 Alpine Street in Altamonte Springs, Seminole County Florida presented a clear and present public sanitary 
nuisance, and endangered the health, safety and welfare of the citizens residing in Seminole County. This action was a direct result of numerous 
complaints received from residents within the surrounding area of 349 Alpine Street, as well as members within Seminole County Government. 
All complaints were directly related to the on-going nuisances which included unsightly/unsanitary conditions.


Following the order issued by Magistrate Groot, an abatement was scheduled to take place on September 3, 2015. A team was established to 
ensure proper protocol was followed and consisted of members within the Seminole County Sheriff’s Office Code Enforcement Unit and SNP 
Deputy Sheriffs, Seminole County Environmental Services and Champion Services (a private contractor hired to remove and haul on-site debris).
 
The abatement began at approximately 0730 hours and for the next 9+ hours, we obtained approximately 31.49 tons (70.980 pounds) of trash and 
debris to include; unsecured refrigerators, small household appliances, metal, lumber, concrete rubble, glass, dismantled auto parts, rubber tires, 
used or scrapped building materials, and several 5-gallon buckets of water. In addition, two junk vehicles and household hazardous waste were 
also removed from the property. The abatement ended at approximately 1700 hours.
 
A quick background on the history surrounding 349 Alpine Street and property owners, Alan Wayne Davis and Aileen Schiewek Davis follows.  
For the past 13 years, Mr. and Mrs. Davis have knowingly and consistently remained in violation despite various, documented notification 
attempts. It should be noted that on December 29, 2000, Mr. Davis was arrested for felony littering after all previous clean up attempts failed. 
Immediately following his arrest, Seminole County Government took foreclosure action which included all junk, debris and unsightly materials 
contained on the property. As a result of their action, the property was eventually cleaned up by the county. This property continues to accrue

fines in excess of 1.9 million dollars for ongoing code violations. 
 
Based on my 18 years of law enforcement training, experience and information gathered during this investigation, I swear and affirm that 
probable cause exists and that Alan Wayne Davis and Aileen Schiewek Davis have committed a felony offense; litter in excess of 500 pounds, 
under Florida State Statue: 403.413.(6) C., which states: Any person who dumps litter in violation of subsection (4) in an amount exceeding 500 
pounds in weight or 100 cubic feet in volume or in any quantity for commercial purposes, or dumps litter which is a hazardous waste as defined in 
s. 403.703, is guilty of a felony of the third degree, punishable as provided in s. 775.082 or s. 775.083.  


The Davis` also committed the following misdemeanor offenses; 


Florida State Statue 823.08- Iceboxes, refrigerators, deep-freeze lockers, clothes washers, clothes dryers, or similar airtight units abandoned or 
discarded; attractive nuisance. Abandoned or discarded iceboxes, refrigerators, deep-freeze lockers, clothes washers, clothes dryers, or similar 
airtight units from which the doors have not been removed are declared to be an attractive nuisance to children and a menace to their health and 
safety when accessible to them whether or not such children are trespassers. (During the abatement/cleanup we located 3 discarded refrigerators 
on the property, the doors were not secured or removed). See attached photos.  


Florida State Statue 386.041-Nuisances injurious to health-(1) The following conditions existing, permitted, maintained, kept, or caused by any 
individual, municipal organization, or corporation, governmental or private, shall constitute prima facie evidence of maintaining a nuisance 
injurious to health: (e) The creation, maintenance, or causing of any condition capable of breeding flies, mosquitoes, or other arthropods capable 
of transmitting diseases, directly or indirectly to humans. (During the abatement/cleanup we located several 5 gallon buckets of water and many 
used tires that had the potential of breeding flies, mosquitoes, or other arthropods.) Photos are attached under case documents.  
    
At this time, I respectfully request the State Attorney’s Office to review the facts and evidence presented in this case, and move forward with 
formal legal action deemed appropriate by your office.
